I am writing in support of the polytunnel and toolshed which have been requested at Karuna site in Picklescott, Shropshire. 

The 18 acres of land at Karuna are a wonderful example of what we need to be striving for in every neighbourhood all over the UK. The many years of hard work and dedication that this family have given to this project, a perfect example of sustainable, low impact living that should be visited and encouraged by as many people as possible.

It is difficult to believe that a polytunnel request has been rejected by planning at this site. Natural screening is already in place which should eliminate any cause for concern about it being seen.

I recently lived in that AONB and a steel frame building had been erected across the valley with no screening in place, causing a scar on the landscape, and yet a polytunnel  which will be built with consideration and sensitivity, has natural screening, and will be used for food production, is rejected.

A polytunnel is necessary for this family to grow organic food to feed themselves, and the local community, through the winter.  

A toolshed close to the working area is also necessary to maximise the efficiency of low technology agricultural and forestry work. The existing toolshed is already very discreet and the Wheelhouses will erect a low visual impact shed to replace it.
