I am writing to express my support for Karuna in their upcoming planning appeal for the siting of their tool shed and poly-tunnel.  I recently visited the project to teach a Forest Gardening course, and found the site to be beautiful, inspiring, well managed and brimming with potential.  This site is a flagship demonstration of the principles of sustainable agro-forestry, and as such I wholeheartedly support their need and desire to add a poly-tunnel and tool shed.  The proposed sites for both are, I believe, completely appropriate to the needs of the project - their main horticultural and nursery areas are adjacent to the proposed sites, and it is obvious that the tools and the poly-tunnel need to be close to the areas of highest maintenance.  I do not believe that either structure will cause undue visual impact - indeed, the excellent work they have been doing re-foresting the site over the past five years will mean that soon the area will be completely invisible from the footpath.  I understand that Janta and Merav are happy to undertake any extra screening work necessary to make sure that the structures will not have any negative visual impact. 

It is also vital that the tool shed and polytunnel are placed close to the main area of activity as Merav is suffering from Huntington's disease and is physically incapable of dealing with the extra strain of carrying tools for any futher distance than is absolutely necessary. 

I urge you to consider their appeal in a positive light, as I believe this project is an asset to the local area.  It embodies the principles of sustainable agro-forestry, permaculture and best environmental practice, and is also an educational centre with an excellent program of courses.  They have my wholehearted support.
