I am writing to express my support for the owners of “Karuna” regarding their proposal for a storage shed and poly-tunnel. I am sure you can fathom, not only from this letter, that the grounds the Local Planning Authority (LPA) bases their objection on for the proposal are superficial and unjustified. 

While the particular planning policies the LPA bases their objection on are relevant (Policy statement 7 and the Shrewsbury and Atcham borough Local plan Policies LNC3 and LNC9), it is the interpretation of the policy in respect to the particular agricultural practices, site conditions and circumstances that is lacking; it is this interpretation that is key to determining whether a proposal is suitable.
