 Dear Sir
 I write to support Mr and Mrs Wheelhouse in their appeal against the refusals as above by the LPA.
 I know the property and am very aware of the location of the trees and the vegetable areas and the need for storage and propagating areas to be in the best possible location- anything else would make the enterprise far more expensive to run in time and effort, and in fuel. To suggest they could be proximate to the barn – an area subject to waterlogging and high winds -makes no practical sense.
 Any successful enterprise needs to be well designed, but also – granted - needs to not impact on its neighbours in a deleterious way. 
I contend that the location in Zone 1 for the polytunnel and the tool shed (the latter as re-clad in natural materials) are the only sensible locations to be in. My background as an accountant and with direct experience of agriculture gives me a common sense insight. As a former Shropshire county councilor for a rural ward I understand the pressures on small rural enterprises. The last thing they need is unrealistic and unjustified impediments in conducting their legal business.
 The trees planted by the appellants already have a tremendous positive impact and they are prepared to do whatever further screening is necessary, thus the argument about views from the south do not hold up to scrutiny.
 I am concerned about the excessive attention by the LPA to this site, when – as we all know- farmers and others  up and down the country get away with unauthorized unsightly buildings, in rural areas,  time and again. I am not condoning the latter, but I am really rather concerned about  what looks like almost discrimination against the site at Picklescott.
